Project Title: Issuance of Water Quality Certification for Meridian Farms Fish Screen Project, Phase 2 

Project Applicant: Meridian Farms Water Company (Applicant) 

Project Location: The Meridian Farms Fish Screen Project, Phase 2 is located in the town of Meridian, 
along the Sacramento River in Sutter County. 

Project Description: The Applicant filed a petition with the State Water Resource Control Board, 
Division of Water Rights to change its existing points of diversion in order to consolidate the existing 
Meridian and Drexler diversions (Water Right License No. 4676-B). The new Meridian diversion will be 
located approximately 50 feet upstream of the existing diversion, and be equipped with fish screens to 
prevent the entrainment of migrating fish . 

The project is the issuance of a water quality certification for the Meridian Farms Fish Screen Project, 
Phase 2. Components of the Meridian Farms Fish Screen Project, Phase 2 include: 1) removal of the 
existing Meridian diversion and pumping plant; 2) construction of a new 135 cubic feet per second (cfs) 
Meridian diversion structure, equipped with retractable cylindrical fish screens and pumping plant; 
3) removal of the existing Drexler diversion and pumping plant; 4) construction of a new 35 cfs Drexler 
pumping plant to deliver flows to the Drexler Service Area via the newly constructed Drexler pipeline; 
5) modification of the existing Drexler outlet box; 6) installation of 54-inch and 7 4-inch discharge 
pipelines to convey water from the Meridian pumping plant to the Main Canal; 7) an increase in the 
capacity of the Main Canal to convey flows to the Drexler Service Area; and 8) installation of a liner for 
approximately 2,500 feet of the Grimes Canal, if funding is available.
