PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Southern California Edison (SCE) has applied for water quality
certification for conducting repairs to the concrete surrounding the Tioga Dam outlet pipe and
the grates on the steeltrash rack (i.e., grizzly). SCE will conduct needed repairs and install a
geomembrane liner on the surface of the upstream side of the dam in the immediate vicinity of
the outlet works.
