PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The Upper North Fork Feather River (UNFFR)
Hydroelectric Project consists of several facilities, which include Lake Almanor, Butt
Valley Reservoir, three dams which impound water on the North Fork Feather River,
five powerhouses, and three bypassed stream reaches. In accordance with the Federal
Power Act, Pacific Gas and Electric (PG&E) submitted an application to relicense the
UNFFR Project with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission on October 23, 2002.
