Wastewater Recycling Reuse in California from 1070-2021
by Regional Water Quality Control Board

= Maximize wastewater recycling has been a
focus since 1975, amplified in 1995

= Salt and Nutrient Management Plan in 2004
further promoted recycling, using new tools,
such as, maximum benefits

= Region 8 recycles about 205,000 AFY (28%)

= Reduction of ocean discharge with recycling
